These tasks can be differentiated and completed with as much or as little support as possible to provide your child/young person with the best experience and appropriate challenge. 
How to complete: Complete 4 homework tasks throughout the Spring Term to receive a certificate in assembly. Any pupils that complete 10 or more of the tasks will receive a Head Teachers award, homework certificate and badge. 
What we want to see: Tasks can be recorded through photos, drawings, videos and sent in via Dojo or directly to school. Return the stamp card to school to collect stamps or stickers as you complete each task.

Help make a meal or snack
	“Signs of Spring Tally”
Go outside and look for signs of Spring: Flowers, birds, insects.
	“Bubble Maths”
Blow or watch bubbles.
Count the pops, look for big and small ones.

	“Measure my world”
Measure something at home (height, length, number of steps across a room etc)
	“Minute-to-win-it”
How many passive movements/ stretches can we do in 1 minute.
OR
How many steps/claps/jumps can we do in 1 minute.
	“Sorting Superhero”
Help to sort items in the home e.g. pairing clean socks, putting the shopping away, putting washing in the machine.
	“Travel Planning”
Plan a journey using google maps/ public transport.
OR
Travel on public transport with support and follow the routine of getting on and off at the right stop.

	Fill and Empty Fun
Use containers with water, rice, balls and leaves etc.
Explore things being full, empty, adding more or less.
	“Games Night”
Play a board game, card game, turn-taking game.
OR
Enjoy a maths game/app on the Ipad or listen to number songs.
	“Problem Solver”
Help to tidy the toys away, by passing, grasping and dropping.
OR
Help set the table for dinner.

	“Maths in my community”
Go on a number hunt in your local area, where can we see numbers?

	“The Share Test”
Share a snack with a family member, passing the item and dividing the pack.

	“Pretty Patterns”
Attempt to draw or complete a Spring colouring sheet.
	“Let it grow!”

Plant a seed and help it grow. 
	Drum & Stop
Practice tapping a surface or drum. Count beats, copy rhythms or repeat patterns. 
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Return this stamp card to school each time you complete a task to collect your stamps or stickers. 
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
